At Bass Tournament, Reel Opportunity for Youths
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Youths from the District, Maryland and Virginia spent a morning fishing on the Anacostia and Potomac rivers last week as part of the Nation's River Bass Tournament at National Harbor. 

The event offered about 300 students the chance to try their luck at catching black bass, the most popular type of freshwater fishing in Maryland. The outing was hosted by the Living Classrooms Foundation, in cooperation with the Maryland Department of Natural Resources and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service. 

"This is a great opportunity for children who may not have ever been fishing before to experience the joy of catching a fish," Natural Resources Secretary John R. Griffin said in a statement. 

This is the 13th year for the program, based this year at the National Harbor development on the Potomac in Prince George's County. 

Most of the youngsters lined the piers at National Harbor to land fish with adult volunteers and rotate through 20 stations that offered hands-on education on numerous topics. Other students went fishing on the Potomac, considered one of the top 10 rivers in the nation for bass fishing, with professional anglers and DNR staff.
